What is SALT?

SALT is the Student Action Leadership Team for Senior High Students at Creekside.  They are a group of students who are committed to provide spiritual leadership to the Creekside Community Church youth ministry.  They are a group of students who, because of what Christ did for them, want to be living sacrifices. 

What does SALT do?

SALT exists to help facilitate the Sunday night youth group and youth activities and provide spiritual leadership to the students who come.  

SALT does this in three ways.  

First, the team will be praying for each other and the other students in the large group.  

Second, the team will be investing their lives into others.  They will be getting to know the other students in the large group.  They will be leading by example, being honest in discussions, and setting the tone for the group.

Third the SALT members will belong to a specific ministry team.  They will be responsible for helping carry out the Sunday night large group and helping with outreach and mission events throughout the school year.

The Ministry Teams

The Outreach Team – These students will be focused on reaching out to fellow students around Gainesville and making them feel invited and welcomed into our fellowship. Specific responsibilities will include planning one large outreach event per semester to reach out to high school and/or middle school students around Gainesville, including planning logistics of the event and promoting the event. The outreach team will also focus on welcoming visitors to our Sunday night youth groups and will assist in planning the game time/ice breaker time on Sunday nights. 

The Passion Team – These students will help lead other students in deep and meaningful worship at Sunday night large group.  They will be in the process of discovering better how to worship and serve through singing and playing instruments.  They will help choos the songs and look at the meaning of what they are singing.  

The Mission Team – These students will be focused on helping lead the rest of the youth group in living out the great commission by sharing God’s love and God’s word with others, whether that’s in Gainesville or across the world. Specific responsibilities of the missions ministry team will include helping to plan how the youth will be involved in the church-wide world missions weekend in February. The mission team will also be responsible for helping to pray about and decided what to do for the 2011 summer mission trip, and they will also play a large role in planning the trip and helping with logistics, including promoting and fundraising. Finally, the missions team is also responsible for coordinating and organizing service projects for the youth group to do in Gainesville. It is important that students who join this ministry team be committed to participating in service projects throughout the year and plan to participate in the world missions weekend in February and the summer mission trip.

General Expectations for SALT

Perfect attendance to SALT and Large Group is not a realistic expectation.  Consistent attendance is.  If you know now that you will have scheduling conflicts, talk about them now, and we will work something out.  Don’t wait.  The key is being able to communicate clearly and effectively with the rest of SALT.  “Unexcused” absences will drain energy and momentum away from the leadership team.  

Qualities of a Student Leader

As disciples of Jesus Christ, all Christians are to model their lives after the pattern of their Savior.  For those who are called to leadership roles within the church we believe one of the primary ways they model the leadership example of Jesus is to be a servant (see Phil. 2:1-11).  Thus we see Student Leaders of Creekside’s Youth Ministry as “servant leaders”.  A Student Leader in our Youth Ministry is to be:

S – Selfless (Phil. 2:3-4).  Student Leaders should be consistently living a life of selflessness in their relationships with God, family, other Christians, and friends.  They should not only be looking to their own interests, but also to the interests of others.

E – Esteemed (Prov. 22:1).  Student Leaders are to have “a good name” and are to be esteemed by their peers and their spiritual leaders.  In this Student Leaders follow in the path of Daniel who, as a young man given great leadership responsibilities in Babylon, was “highly esteemed” (see Dan. 9:23; 10:11; 10:19).

R – Reliable (Luke 16:10; 2 Tim. 2:2).  Student Leaders are reliable in that “they can be trusted” with responsibility.  They have a track record of faithfulness to our Youth Ministry and consider Creekside functions to be a high priority in their weekly plans.

V – Virtuous (Gal. 5:22-23; Col. 3:12-14).  Student Leaders consistently demonstrate Christian virtue in their lives.  While still struggling with sin, Student Leaders are quick to repent and are actively seeking to grow in godly character.

A – Available (Is. 6:8).  Student Leaders are available to invest their time in ministry at Creekside.  They make involvement in our ministry a priority, even over other good activities.  They are willing and eager to take on the mantle of leadership.

N – Neighborly (Luke 10:25-37).  Student Leaders have a heart for reaching out to their “neighbors”, i.e., the people whom God has placed within their circle of influence.  They are also willing to invest in relationships with people who they might not otherwise associate with, particularly with younger students and newcomers in our Youth Ministry.

T – Teachable (Prov. 1:1-7; 2:1-6).  Student Leaders have a teachable spirit.  They are eager to learn, eager to grow in wisdom, and are willing to receive encouragement, exhortation, correction, and discipline.
